	Most residential remodeling projects for a house, townhouse or duplex, require a building permit to be obtained prior to performing any construction. If you are located in a Historic District (H-1) and plan to change windows or exterior doors, siding or roofing you will be required to obtain a Certificate of Appropriateness issued by the Division of Historic Preservation, prior to obtaining your remodeling permit.  The same applies if you are located in a neighborhood that has a Neighborhood Design overlay (ND-1) you will need to have your plans approved by the Division of Planning to ensure your project meets the design criteria. Also if your project includes grading or disturbing an area of land which is more than 1500 sq ft you will need a Land Disturbance Permit from the Division of Engineering. If you have a question as to whether your remodeling project needs a permit please contact our office.
Applications for a Residential Remodeling Permit must include the following:

2. Information Required to Review a Residential Remodeling Permit:

a. Floor Plan of the existing structure which includes dimensions of rooms and their use and all proposed changes. Also include the size of existing exterior doors and windows.
b. Framing Plan and Cross Section indicating all framing materials including size, spacing and span of materials (studs, joists, rafters, trusses, etc.).  

In addition to these items you will need to list your registered contractor or if you are performing the work on your own property you will need to furnish our office with an affidavit regarding workers compensation.  Please remember to check your deed restrictions as our office does not enforce these requirements.
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
