The Armstrong Mill West Small Area Plan (AMWSAP) continues to be a helpful tool that 
guides improvements in our district. Improving uses within parks, enhancing connectivity 
and increasing police presence were reoccurring themes expressed by our community  
during the public engagement process.  
 

In January of this year, I shared with you some of the actions I’ve initiated in support of the 
plan we helped develop. As implementation continues, I want to update you on additional 
improvements made in our district throughout the year: 
 
 

 Armstrong Mill Rd, from Tates Creek Rd to Man O’ War Blvd, was completely resur-
faced with added bike lanes. Many neighborhood roads were paved as well. 

 Construction of the Gainesway Shared Use Trail was completed. 

 Park ambassadors were assigned to Berry Hill Park to deter opportunities for crime. 

 The youth football program run by the Lexington Police Athletics League (PAL) was 
reestablished at Gainesway Park.  

Responding to your needs and implementing the AMWSAP will remain my top priorities for
